The Academic Misconduct (Coursework) Procedures state that a student may appeal against the finding of the Subject Coordinator, Academic Integrity Officer or Faculty Investigation Committee only if the appeal is based on a lack of due process, or if there is new and substantial evidence that has not previously been considered.
It has been determined that you have not provided any new and substantial information, nor provided evidence to indicate a lack of due process in the handling of your case. It has therefore been resolved that there are insufficient grounds for your appeal.
