** IMPORTANT - ELIGIBILITY LIMITS ON MULTIPLE NHMRC GRANTS**

There are caps/limits imposed on the number of applications you can submit, and the number of grants you can hold concurrently, under the NHMRC Grant Program. Eligibility to apply for, and hold, a Synergy Grant is linked to the number of grants applied for or held from the Ideas and Investigator Grant schemes, as well as other NHMRC grants held. Please note you cannot relinquish a CI role on an existing grant to be eligible. 

CIs may submit a total of two applications across the Investigator, Synergy and Ideas Grant schemes in any given funding round. There is an exception for holders of two current Ideas Grants, who are also eligible to apply for and hold 1 x Synergy Grant (the “collaboration bonus”).

Detailed information on how eligibility is affected by a CI’s grant applications and/or currently held grants is available at the NHMRC web eligibility tool for the new grant program. 

If a Synergy Grant CI submits an Investigator or Ideas Grant application in excess of the maximum for which they are eligible to apply, all Investigator, Synergy or Ideas Grant applications on which that CI is named may be ruled ineligible and excluded from consideration. 

Please note these limits do not apply to researchers being listed as Associate Investigators (AIs). You are permitted to receive funding from NHMRC grants as an AI (except for salary).
